Wear gloves and
protective goggles. During operation the
nozzle should not be touched.

® Let the hot air pistol cool off completely before
clearing up.

® Never leave the appliance in the rain or in damp
places. Store the appliance in a dry place.

@ Never leave the appliance unsupervised. Keep
the appliance away from children.

o Never aim the air flow at people or animals.
The appliance may not be used to dry clothes
or hair. The hot air blower may not be used as
a hair dryer.

® The appliance must not be used near highly
inflammable or explosive substances and gases.

® Never restrict the hot air flow by blocking or
covering the air outlet.

4. Intended use

The hot air blower is designed for heating shrink-fit
hoses, for removing paint and for welding and
shaping plastics.

6. Before starting the appliance

Before you connect the appliance to the mains
supply make sure that the data on the rating plate
are identical to the mains data.

7. Starting up

7.1 4-setting ON/OFF switch (Fig. 3)

Select the required operating temperature and air
volume with the ON/OFF switch (2).

Within a very short space of time the hot air
pistol will reach operating temperature.

Switch position I:
I. Setting 50°C / 120 - 550 I/min™?

Switch position II:
. Setting 50 - 630°C / 120 - 550 I/min~1

Switch position lll:
I11. Setting 50 - 630°C / 550 l/min™1

7.1.1 Indicators on the display:

@ If the temperature is adjusted to Setting Il or Il
(Temperature adjustment is possible at intervals
of 10°C) the arrows flash until the set
temperature is reached. After this the arrows are
constantly lit up.

o If the symbol (switch off hot air pistol) appears on
the display, the appliance should first be stopped
before using again.

@ If the hot air pistol is overloaded at Setting Il or
Ill, the temperature can be changed from above,
however the hot air pistol carries on running at
constant temperature.

7.2 Possible uses of the hot air pistol:

® Removal of colour and paint.
Important: When removing colours and
paints, vapours which could be damaging to
health/poisonous may be produced. Make
sure of adequate ventilation.

® Removal of labels and decoration.

@ Loosening of rusty or over-tightened nuts and
metal screws.

® Thawing frozen pipes, door locks, etc. Do not
thaw plastic or synthetic pipes.

® Removal of natural grains on wood surfaces
before staining or painting.

@ Shrinking of PVC packaging and insulating
hoses.

® Waxing of skis.

Important: Intense exposure to heat raises the
risk of fire and explosion!

Make sure the workplace is well-aired. The
remaining gases and vapours could be damaging
to health/or poisonous.
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7.3 Selecting the right nozzle

@ Heat nozzle (4) protects materials (e.g. glass
panes) from the hot air by redirection. For
removing paint.

® The wide nozzle (5) provides uniform air
distribution on small surfaces.

® The reducer nozzle (6) provides a targeted jet of
heat for corners and for soldering work.

® The reflector nozzle (7) is designed for soldering
and shaping tubes, for defrosting water pipes
and for shrinking insulating hoses.

8. Replacing the power cable

If the power cable for this appliance is damaged, it
must be replaced by the manufacturer or its after-
sales service or similarly trained personnel to avoid
danger.

9. Cleaning, maintenance and ordering
of spare parts

Always pull out the mains power plug before starting
any cleaning work.

9.1 Cleaning

® Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor
housing free of dirt and dust as far as possible.
Wipe the appliance with a clean cloth or blast it
with compressed air at low pressure.

® We recommend cleaning the appliance
immediately after every use.

@ Clean the appliance regularly with a damp cloth
and some soft soap. Do not use cleaning agents
or solvents; these may be aggressive to the
plastic parts in the appliance. Ensure that no
water can get into the interior of the appliance.
