•	 The machine must not be tipped whilst it is 
being started. Both hands must be on the 
handle when you start the machine.

•	 Worn parts may only be replaced by our service 
workshop. If necessary contact the service 
address provided.

WARNINGS

•	 Do not touch the cutters until the battery has 
been removed from the machine and the cutters 
have reached a complete standstill.

•	 Remove the battery from the machine: 
- whenever you leave the machine unattended; 
- before released a blocked cutter; 
- before inspecting or cleaning and before 	
  working on the machine; 
- if a foreign body has been struck; 
- whenever the machine starts to vibrate oddly.

Note  

d.	 Read the directions with due care. Familiarise 
yourself with the operator controls and proper 
operation of the machine.

Preliminary measures

caught up or violently flung out.  

c.	 Before using the mower, visually inspect it to 
ensure that the blade, mounting bolts and the 
entire cutting apparatus are in good working 
order (i.e. not worn out or damaged). To prevent 
any imbalance, replace worn out or damaged 
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blades and mounting bolts as a set only (if 
applicable).  

d.	 Remember that if the machine has several cutting 
tools, the movement of one cutting tool may 
result in the other cutting tools starting to rotate.

Handling 

a.	 Only mow in broad daylight or in well-lit 
conditions.  

b.	 Do not use the machine on wet grass.  

c.	 Always maintain good footing on inclines.  

d.	 Only operate the machine at a walking pace.  

e.	 Always mow across hills i.e. never straight up or 
straight down.  

f.	 Be particularly careful when you change direction 
on a slope.  

g.	 Do not mow on overly steep inclines.

h.	 Always be extra careful when turning the mower 
around and when pulling it towards you.  

i.	 Switch the mower off, remove the battery and 
wait until the cutters have reached a complete 
standstill if you need to tip the mower over, 
transport it over surfaces other than grass and if 
the mower has to be moved from and to the area 
you wish to mow.  

j.	 Never use the lawn mower if the guards are 
damaged or without the attached guards, e.g. 
deflectors and/or grass catching devices. 

k.	 Use the ON/OFF switch carefully as described in 
the manufacturer’s instructions. Make sure that 
your feet are far enough away from the mower 
blade!  

l.	 The lawn mower should not be tilted when the 
motor is switch on unless it has to be raised 
for starting purposes. In this case, tilt it as little 
as absolutely necessary and only raise the side 
opposite to that of the user.  

m.	Do not switch on the mower if you are positioned 
in front of the chute.  

n.	 Never move your hands or feet toward or under 
any rotating parts. Keep clear of the chute 
opening at all times.  

o.	 Never lift or carry a lawn mower with the engine 
running.  

p.	 Switch off the motor and remove the battery: 
before you dislodge any blockages or clogs in the 
chute. Before carrying out any checks, cleaning,

These data are then used 
exclusively to be able to assemble the best possible 
battery packs.

Despite all the safety precautions, caution must 
always be exercised when handling batteries.

The following points must be obeyed at all 
times to ensure safe use. Safe use can only 
be guaranteed if undamaged cells are used. 
Incorrect handling can cause cell damage.

Important: Analyses confirm that incorrect use and 
poor care are the main causes of the damage caused 
by high performance batteries.

Information about the battery

1.	 The battery pack supplied with your cordless 
tool is not charged. The battery pack has to be 
charged before you use the tool for the first 
time.

2.	 For optimum battery performance avoid low 
discharge cycles. Charge the battery pack 
frequently.

3.	 Store the battery pack in a cool place, ideally at 
15°C and charged to at least 40%.

4.	 Lithium-ion batteries are subject to a natural 
ageing process. The battery pack must be 
replaced at the latest when its capacity 
falls to just 80% of its capacity when new. 
Weakened cells in an aged battery pack are 
no longer capable of meeting the high power 
requirements and therefore pose a safety risk.

5.	 Do not throw battery packs into an open fire. 
There is a risk of explosion!

6.	 Do not ignite the battery pack or expose it to 
fire.

7.	 Do not exhaustively discharge batteries. 
Exhaustive discharge will damage the battery 
cells.

5.	 Do not use the supplied battery charger to 
charge other cordless tools.

6.	 In heavy use the battery pack will become 
warm. Allow the battery pack to cool to room 
temperature before commencing with the 
charging.

7.	 Do not over-charge batteries. 
 
Do not exceed the maximum charging 
times. These charging times only apply to 
discharged batteries. Frequent insertion of a 
charged or partly charged battery pack will 
result in over-charging and cell damage. Do not 
leave batteries in the charger for days on end.

8.	 Never use or charge batteries if you suspect that 
the last time they were charged was more than 
12 months previously. There is a high probability 
that the battery pack has already suffered 
dangerous damage (exhaustive discharge).
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9.	 Charging batteries at a temperature below 10°C 
will cause chemical damage to the cell and may 
cause a fire.

10.	 Do not use batteries which have heated during 
the charging process, as the battery cells may 
have suffered dangerous damage.

Before starting the equipment 6
6.1 Assembly

6.1.1 Fitting the push bar (Fig. 3 & 4)
The push bar is fully pre-assembled and must only 
be swung out and adjusted to the required height. 
To do so, undo the quick lock levers for the upper 
push bar (Figure 3/Item 3) and unfold the top push 
bar. Then secure the top push bar again with the 
quick lock levers. Now release the quick-lock wheels 
for the lower push bar (Figure 4/Item 6) by turning 
them, move the push bar to the required position 
and secure by turning the wheels in the opposite 
direction.

6.1.2 Fitting the grass catcher (Fig. 5)
To assemble the grass catcher, insert the lugs of 
the left side of the grass catcher carefully into the 
openings on the right side of the grass catcher and 
push the two parts together. Then insert the lugs 
of the upper part of the catcher carefully into the 
openings on the just assembled lower part of the 
catcher and push the two parts together. Before you 
fit the grass catcher (Fig. 5/Item 5) you must ensure 
that the motor is switched off and the blade is not 
rotating. Lift the ejector flap (Fig. 5/Item 7) with one 
hand. With the other hand, hold the grass catcher 
(Fig. 5/Item 5) by the handle and hook it in from 
above (Fig. 5).

6.1.3 Setting the cutting height ( Fig. 6)
Important. Adjust the cutting height only when the 
motor is switched off and the safety plug (Fig. 8/Item 
15) has been pulled. The cutting height is adjusted as 
shown in Figure 6.

To do so, pull the lever of the cutting height 
adjustment (Figure 6/Item 10) out, select the required 
cutting height by moving the lever to the left or right 
and push back the lever to one of the six graduations 
(Figure 6). Make sure that the lever engages properly.

•	 Position 1 
Cutting height: 20 mm

•	 Position 2 
Cutting height: 30 mm

•	 Position 3 
Cutting height: 40 mm

•	 Position 4 
Cutting height: 50 mm

•	 Position 5 
Cutting height: 60 mm

•	 Position 6 
Cutting height: 70 mm 

Before you begin to mow, check to ensure that the 
blade is not blunt and that none of the fasteners are 
damaged. To prevent any imbalance replace blunt 
and/or damaged blades (contact our customer service 
centre on 1300 922 271). To carry out this check, first 
switch off the motor and pull out the safety plug.  

6.2 Battery (Fig. 2a/ Item 11)
The equipment is fitted with a lithium-ion 
battery. The battery pack is completely closed and 
maintenance free.

6.2.1 Battery charge level indicator  
(Fig. 2a/Item 14)
The battery pack is equipped with a pushbutton 
for checking the charge level. Simply press the 
pushbutton (Figure 2a/Item 13) to read off the 
battery level from the LEDs of the battery indicator 
(Fig. 2a/ Item 14):

•	 All 3 level monitoring LEDs are lit: 
Battery charge level is high.

•	 2 level monitoring LEDs are lit: Battery charge 
level is decreasing. Stop work as soon as 
possible.

•	 1 level monitoring LED is lit: Battery is flat. Stop 
work IMMEDIATELY and charge the battery. 
Otherwise the battery’s service life will be 
greatly shortened.

6.2.2 Charging the battery
•	 Open the battery cover (Figure 7/Item 9) by 

pressing the locking button on (Fig. 7/ Item 8) 
of the compartment and swinging up the cover 
(Figure 7)

•	 Pull the pushlock button (Fig. 8/ Item c) and 
pull the battery pack (11) up and out of the 
equipment. 

•	 Check that your mains voltage is the same as 
that marked on the rating plate of the battery 
charger. Insert the power plug of the charger 
into the mains socket outlet. The LED A (Fig. 2b) 
will then illuminate in green.

•	 Push the battery onto the charger as shown in 
Fig. 2a. The LED B will  illuminate in red while 
LED A is still green (Fig. 2b).

•	 The battery is fully charged when LED A and B 
(Fig. 2b) are illuminated in green. 

•	 Pull the pushlock button (Fig. 2a/ Item c) and 
pull the battery pack (11) out of the charger.

If the rechargeable battery pack fails to charge, check
whether there is voltage at the socket outlet.
If you still fail to charge the battery pack, please call 
our customer service centre on 1300 922 271.
Timely recharging of the battery will help it serve you
well for a long time. You must recharge the battery
pack when you notice that the power of the
equipment drops. 
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Never allow the battery pack to become fully
discharged. This will cause it to develop a defect.

6.3 Filling level indictor of the grass catcher 
(Figure 9 & 10)
The grass catcher is equipped with a filling level 
indicator (Fig. 9/Item 4) which is opened by the 
airflow that the lawn mower generates during 
operation. If the flap closes during mowing (Fig. 10), 
the grass catcher is full and must be emptied. 
To ensure the proper functioning of the filling level 
indicator, the holes under the flap must always be 
kept clean and permeable.

Operations 7
7.1 Starting the Lawn Mower

Important.

The lawn mower is equipped with a safety 
circuit to prevent unauthorised use. Directly 
before starting up the lawn mower insert the 
safety plug (Figure 8/Item 15) and remove the 
safety plug again whenever you interrupt or 
terminate your work.

To prevent the equipment switching on accidentally, 
the lawn mower is equipped with a safety lock-off
(Figure 1/Item 2) which must be pressed before the
ON/OFF handle (Figure 1/Item 1) can be activated.
The lawn mower switches itself off when the ON/OFF 
handle is released (Fig.1/Item 1). Repeat this process 
several times so that you are sure that the equipment 
functions properly.

Before you perform any repair or maintenance work 
on the equipment, ensure that the blade is not 
rotating and that the safety plug is disconnected.

Important. Never open the ejector flap when the 
grass cacher has been detached (to be emptied) 
and the motor is still running. A rotating blade 
can cause serious injuries!

Always carefully fasten the ejector flap and grass 
catcher. Switch off the motor before emptying the 
grass catcher. Always ensure that a safe distance 
(provided by the length of the long handles) is 
maintained between the user and the mower 
housing. Be especially careful when mowing and 
changing direction on slopes and inclines.  
Maintain a solid footing and wear sturdy, non-slip 
footwear and long trousers.
Always mow along the incline (not up and down). For 
safety reasons, the lawn mower may not be used to 
mow inclines whose gradient exceeds 15 degrees.
Use special caution when backing up and pulling the 
lawn mower. Tripping hazard!

Cleaning, Maintenance and 
Ordering Spare Parts 8

Pull the safety plug before carrying out any 
cleaning work (Figure 8/Item 15).

8.1 Cleaning
•	 Keep all safety devices, air vents and the motor 

housing free of dirt and dust as far as possible.

•	 Wipe the equipment with a clean cloth or blow 
it down with compressed air at low pressure.

•	 We recommend that you clean the equipment 
immediately after you use it.

•	 Clean the equipment regularly with a damp 
cloth and some soft soap. Do not use cleaning 
agents or solvents; these may be aggressive 
to the plastic parts in the equipment. Ensure 
that no water can get into the interior of the 
equipment.

•	 Do not clean the lawn mower with running 
water, particularly with high-pressure water.

•	 At the end of the season, perform a general 
inspection of the lawn mower and remove any 
grass and dirt which may have accumulated.

•	 At the start of each season, ensure that you 
check the condition of the blade. If repairs are 
necessary, please contact our customer service 
centre on 1300 922 271.

8.2 Servicing
•	 Ensure that all mounting components (i.e. 

screws, bolts, nuts etc.) are always tightened so 
that the equipment can be safely operated at 
all times.

•	 Frequently check the grass catch assembly for 
signs of wear.

•	 Replace excessively worn or damaged parts 
immediately.

•	 In order to ensure that you enjoy your 
equipment for many years to come, all screwed 
parts, as well as the wheels and axles, should be 
cleaned and lubricated.

•	 There are no parts inside the equipment which 
require additional maintenance.

8.3 Replacing the blade
•	 The cutting components - i.e. the knife cage and 

lower knife blade - are subjected to more wear 
and tear than any other component of the unit. 
Therefore, routinely check the condition of the 
blade and make sure that it is tightly fastened. 
If the blade is completely worn out, it must be 
immediately replaced or ground sharp again. 
An excessively vibrating mower means that the 
blade is not properly balanced or has become 
deformed from striking an object. In this case, 
the blade must be repaired or replaced.

•	 For safety reasons, we recommend having the 
blade replaced by an authorised professional.
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Important. Wear work gloves! Only replace the 
blade with a suitable Einhell replacement blade, 
as this will ensure top performance and safety 
under all conditions. 

Carry out the following steps to change the 
blade:
1.	 Undo the fastening screw (Figure 11/Item F).

2.	 Remove the blade and replace with a new one.

3.	 When fitting the blade (Figure 11/Item D), 
make sure it is installed in the right direction. 
The blade’s air vanes must jut into the motor 
compartment (see Fig. 11).

4.	 Now fit the washer (Figure 11/Item E) onto the 
axle and insert the fastening screw.  
(Fig.11/Item F)

5.	 Then retighten the fastening screw with the 
universal wrench. The tightening torque should 
be approx. 25 Nm.

Storage and Transport 9
Store the equipment and accessories out of children’s 
reach in a dark and dry place at above freezing 
temperature. The ideal storage temperature is 
between 0-40°C for the cordless tool and charger and 
between 10 and 20°C for the Li-Ion battery. Store the 
electric tool in its original packaging.

Disposal and Recycling 10
The equipment is supplied in packaging to prevent 
it from being damaged in transit. The raw materials 
in this packaging can be reused or recycled.
