TROUBLESHOOTING

LED lights do not illuminate on charger

Check the charging adaptor is securely plugged into the wall out let.
Check the battery is firmly connected to the charging cradle.

Check that the charging jack is securely connected to the charging cradle.

The fan did not shut-off after the delay time

The correct delay setting may not have been selected. Ensure the light that corresponds
to the desired time is illuminated when selecting an automatic shut-off time.

ALWAYS ENSURE THE TOOL HAS
A COMPLETELY STOPPED AND THE BATTERY IS
REMOVED PRIOR TO ANY MAINTENANCE.

o After each use, blow air through the tool housing to ensure it is free from all dust,
dirt, etc. Build up of dust, dirt particles may cause the tool to overheat and shorten
the life of the tool.

e |f the housing of the fan requires cleaning, do not use solvents but a moist soft cloth
or soft brush only.

e Never let any liquid get inside the tool, never immerse any part of the tool into liquid.

e When not in use, the fan should be stored in a dry, frost free location not within the
reach of children.

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control

Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk
of electric shock.

Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded

Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase the risk of
electric shock

Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the
risk of electric shock.

When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of
a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device

Before using the charger read all instructions and cautionary markings on the charger, battery
pack and the product using the battery pack.

This charger is not intended for any uses other than charging rechargeable batteries. Any other
use may result in risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

Do not place any object on top of the charger or place the charger on a soft surface that may
result in excessive internal heat. Place the charger in a position away from any heat source.

To reduce risk of damage to the electric plug and cord, pull by the plug rather than the cord when
disconnecting the charger.

Make sure the cord is located so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or otherwise
subjected to damage or stress.

An extension cord should not be used unless absolutely necessary. Use of an improper extension cord
could result in the risk of fire, electric shock or electrocution.

Do not operate the charger if it has received a sharp blow, been dropped or otherwise damaged in
any way. Have it checked by an electrician or power tool repairer.

Do not disassemble charger. Take it to an electrician or power tool repairer when service or repair
is required. Incorrect reassembly may result in a risk of electric shock, electrocution or fire.

To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug the charger from the outlet before attempting any clean-
ing. Removing the battery pack will not reduce this risk.

Never attempt to connect 2 chargers together.

DO NOT store or use the tool and battery pack in locations where the temperature may reach or exceed
40°C (such as inside sheds or metal buildings in summer).

The charger is designed to operate on standard household electrical power (240 volts). Do not
attempt to use it on any other voltage!

The battery pack is not fully charged out of the carton. First read the safety instructions and then
follow the charging notes and procedures.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by an electrician or a power tool repairer in order to avoid a hazard.

Note: Double insulation does not take the place of normal safety precautions when operating this tool. The insulation system is for

added protection against injury resulting from a possible electrical insulation failure within the tool.
Using an Extension Lead

Always use an approved extension lead suitable for the power input of this tool. Before use, inspect the extension lead for signs of
damage, wear and ageing. Replace the extension lead if damaged or defective

When using an extension lead on a reel, always unwind the lead completely. Use of an extension lead not suitable for the power input

of the tool or which is damaged or defective may result in a risk of fire and electric shock.

The power supply for this products charger should be protected by a residual current device (rated at 30mA or less). A residual current

device reduces the risk of electric shock

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves

away from moving parts.

The
battery can explode in a fire.

Never attempt to open the battery pack for any reason. If the plastic housing of the battery pack breaks
or cracks, immediately discontinue use and do not recharge.
