c)	 Longer connector cables require a larger conductor cross-
section.
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d)	 The insulation of connector cables for grass trimmers is 
often damaged. Some of the causes of this are: cuts caused 
from cutting into the line, crushing when the connector 
cable is run under doors and windows, cracks due to the 
ageing of the insulation, kinked areas due to improper 
fastening or guidance of the machine’s connector cable.

e)	 The connector cables must be at least of type H05RN-F and 
triple core. The type designation must be printed on the 
connector cable. Only purchase connector cables with a 
label!

f)	 The plugs and coupler sockets of connector cables must be 
made of rubber and splash-water proof. 

g)	 Connector cables and connecting lines must be checked 
regularly for damage.

h)	 Make sure that the lines have been turned off when 
checking them.

i)	 Completely unwind the connector cable.
j)	 Also check the connector cable insertion points on plugs 

and coupler sockets for kinked areas.

Emergency
Familiarise yourself with using the grass trimmer by reading 
the user manual in its entirety. Observe the safety instructions 
and obey them without exception. This will help you to reduce 
risks and hazards.

−− Always be careful when using the grass trimmer so you 
can identify hazards early on and respond to them.

−− Never pull the mains plug out of the socket by the mains cord 

or the mains connection line respectively; instead, always do 
so by taking hold of the mains plug.

−− Make sure that you have a stable stance and straight posture.

−− If the grass trimmer vibrates excessively, immediately switch 
it off and pull the mains plug. Check to make sure that all 
parts are in sound condition and secure. Stop using the grass 
trimmer if it is damaged and have qualified personnel perform 
repairs. 

−− Always switch the grass trimmer off when you stop work in 
order to get to a new work area and when crossing gravel 
paths or roads. The cutting unit will continue to rotate for a 
few seconds. Always wait until the cutting tool has come to a 
standstill before you transport the grass trimmer.

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Before first use
Checking the grass trimmer and package contents

1.	Lift the grass trimmer out of the packaging with both hands.
2.	Place the grass trimmer on a level, stable base, e.g. on a workbench. 
3.	Check to make sure that the delivery is complete (see Fig. A).
4.	Check whether the grass trimmer or the individual parts exhibit damage. If this 

is the case, do not use the grass trimmer. Contact the manufacturer at the service 
address specified on the warranty card.

5.	 If possible, keep the original packaging of the grass trimmer for storage purposes 
and for future reference.

Mounting the protective cover and edge guide
•	 CAUTION! The protective cover has a small blade which removes 

excess thread automatically when the trimmer is in use. Always 
take care when handling the protective cover.

•	 You will need a crosshead screwdriver for assembly. 
•	 Make sure that the grass trimmer is completely and properly 

assembled before operating it.

1.	Mount the protective cover 11  on the back of the motor housing 12  (see Fig. B).
2.	Use the long screw 16  to secure the protective cover on the motor housing  

(see Fig. C). 
3.	Use the two short screws 15  to secure the edge guide 8  on the front side of the 

motor housing (see Fig. C).
4.	Remove the protective blade sticker from the blade 10 . 

Mounting the extra handle
−− Attach the extra handle 3  to the holder on the handle 1 . In the process, the 

toothing of the holder and the extra handle must interlock (seeFig. D).
−− Use the tensioning screw 13  to fix the extra handle. 
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Operation

 WARNING!

Risk of injury!
Improper handling of the grass trimmer may result in injury.

−− Check the grass trimmer for damage before you use it. 
−− Never use the grass trimmer if the protective cover is missing 

or damaged.
−− When you switch the grass trimmer off, the cutting unit will 

continue to rotate for a few seconds. Wait until the cutting unit 
has come to a complete stop before you transport, maintain or 
store the grass trimmer.

NOTICE!

Risk of damage!
Improper handling of the grass trimmer may result in damage.

−− Use the edge guide as well as the protective cover to prevent 
unnecessary wear of the thread.

−− Do not cut wet grass.
−− Keep the grass trimmer away from hard objects. Do not cut any 

hard objects to prevent unnecessary wear of the thread.

Adjusting the height of the guide bar
For the best working position, adjust the height of the guide bar 4  if applicable.

1.	Place the grass trimmer on the ground.
2.	Release the safety closure 5  (see Fig. E). 
3.	Pull the guide bar to the desired height.
4.	Tighten the safety closure again. 

Adjusting the extra handle
For the best working position, adjust the extra handle 3  of the grass trimmer if 
applicable. At the same time, make sure that the toothing of the extra handle and the 
holder interlock and the extra handle is securely in place. 
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1.	Place the grass trimmer on the ground.
2.	Loosen the tensioning screw 13  of the extra handle (see Fig. F).
3.	Set the desired position of the extra handle. 
4.	Tighten the tensioning screw of the extra handle again. 

Setting the inclination angle

 WARNING!

Risk of injury!
If the inclination angle of the motor housing has not been set 
correctly, you could injure yourself or the grass trimmer could be 
damaged.

−− Only use the grass trimmer if the motor housing and the 
button have locked into one of the four positions for the 
inclination angle and the motor housing is securely in place.

−− Do not use the grass trimmer if the motor housing is in a 
position that does not correspond to the setting positions 
(indicated by four dots). 

You can set the inclination angle to four different positions (indicated by four dots on 
the button 17 ):

1.	Push the button on the side of the motor housing 12  and hold it down 
(seeFig. G).

2.	Set the desired inclination angle. 
3.	Let go of the button so that the motor housing locks into the desired position. 
4.	Turn the motor housing a bit further to check whether the button locks into the 

respective position.
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Using the grass trimmer

 WARNING!

Risk of injury and damage!
If grass, rocks, hard objects or similar jam the cutting unit, the grass 
trimmer could be damaged and you could injure yourself. 

−− Immediately switch the grass trimmer off and pull the mains 
cord if grass, rocks, hard objects or similar block the cutting 
unit. Wait until the cutting unit has come to a complete stop 
and then carefully remove the debris. Wear protective gloves 
for this.

•	 If you use the grass trimmer for the first time or if you have 
replaced the line spool, any excess thread will be automatically 
shortened by the blade of the protective cover. Remove the 
protective blade sticker before use.

•	 The grass trimmer has a fully automatic thread extension 
system. If operating the grass trimmer shortens the thread, it 
will automatically extend to the maximum cutting diameter. As a 
result, you can always work at the optimal cutting diameter.

•	 Only approach the grass with the grass trimmer once the grass 
trimmer has been switched on. 

1.	Make sure that the grass trimmer has been switched off and the On/Off switch 2  
has not been pushed down. 

2.	Arrange the extension cord (approx. 30 cm from the end of the extension cord) in 
a loop.

3.	Run the loop through the hole in the handle 1  (see Fig. H).
4.	Hang the loop in the cable holder on the handle. 
5.	Gently pull the extension cord to ensure that it is securely fitted in the cable holder. 
6.	Connect the mains cord 14  to the extension cord.
7.	Connect the extension cord to a socket. 

8.	Switch the grass trimmer on by pushing the On/Off switch. Hold the On/Off switch 
down.

9.	Hold the grass trimmer in both hands. Hold the handle with one hand and the 
extra handle with the other. 
Hold the grass trimmer to the side slightly away from your body (see Fig. I and J).
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10.	Approach the grass with the grass trimmer. 
11.	Go forwards and swing the grass trimmer to the side. Tilt the grass trimmer by 

approx. 30° while doing so (see Fig. I and J).
12.	Release the On/Off switch to switch off the grass trimmer. 
13.	Disconnect the grass trimmer from the mains and remove the extension cord. 

Use with long grass 
−− From the tip, progressively cut the grass shorter (see Fig. K).

Protecting flowers and shrubs
−− Fold the flower protector ring 7  down to keep flowers and shrubs out of the 

cutting area (see Fig. A and G). The flower protector ring will audibly lock into 
place. 

Using the grass trimmer as an edger

 WARNING!

Risk of injury!
Improper use of the grass trimmer may result in injury.

−− Always make sure that the motor housing and the handle are 
securely locked into one of the two positions and also make 
sure that the button for setting the position has securely 
locked into place. 

−− Do not in any case use the grass trimmer if the motor housing 
or the handle are located in an “intermediate position” and 
have not locked into place.

You can use the grass trimmer to cut the edges of grass and beds. To do so, proceed as 
follows:

1.	Make sure that the grass trimmer is switched off and disconnected from the mains. 
2.	Push the button 6  down (see Fig. G).
3.	Hold the button down and gently turn the handle 1  /motor housing 12  over. 
4.	Let go of the button and turn the handle/motor housing by 180° up to the stop 

point until the button has locked into position.
5.	 If necessary, set the inclination angle (see chapter “Setting the inclination angle”).

You have converted the grass trimmer to an edger and can now cut the lawn edges 
vertically (see Fig. L).
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After use
1.	Release the On/Off switch 2  to switch off the grass trimmer. 
2.	Disconnect the grass trimmer from the mains and remove the extension cord. 
3.	Wait until the cutting unit has come to a stop and let the grass trimmer cool off 

completely.
4.	Carefully remove the grass and, if applicable, debris on the cutting unit and on the 

grass trimmer.
5.	Clean the grass trimmer as described in the chapter “Cleaning and maintenance”.
6.	Check the grass trimmer for any damage and wear.

Cleaning and maintenance

 WARNING!

Risk of injury!
Accidentally starting the grass trimmer may result in severe injury 
inflicted by the cutting unit.

−− Pull the mains plug before each cleaning and maintenance.
−− Make sure that the grass trimmer has been switched off and 

the cutting unit has come to a stop. 

 WARNING!

Risk of injury!
The grass trimmer is equipped with a blade for cutting the nylon 
thread. Improper handling may result in severe injury.

−− Wear suitable protective gloves if you clean or maintain the 
grass trimmer.

−− Never replace non-metallic cutting tools with metallic cutting 
tools. 
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NOTICE!

Risk of damage!
Improperly cleaning may lead to damage. 

−− Do not use any aggressive cleaners, brushes with metal or 
nylon bristles or sharp or metallic cleaning utensils such as 
knives, hard scrapers and the like. They could damage the 
surfaces.

−− Keep the grass trimmer, the protective fixtures and the motor 
housing free of dust and dirt. 

−− If possible, clean the grass trimmer after each use. 
−− Make sure that no water penetrates the motor housing.

Cleaning the grass trimmer
1.	Make sure that the grass trimmer is switched off and disconnected from the mains. 
2.	 If applicable, clean the grass trimmer with compressed air and at low pressure. 
3.	 If applicable, remove any course deposits on the protective cover 11  with a 

brush. 
4.	Clean the motor housing 12  of the grass trimmer with a damp cloth and a small 

amount of soft soap. 
5.	Use a clean cloth to rub off the grass trimmer.

Replacing the line spool
Any excess thread will be automatically cut to the maximum cutting 
diameter the first time you use the machine and after replacing the 
line spool. 

1.	Make sure that the grass trimmer is switched off and disconnected from the mains. 
2.	Push on the side of the marked fields of the spool cover 18  and remove the spool 

cover (see Fig. M). 
3.	Remove the line spool 9  (see Fig. N).
4.	 Insert the new line spool.

For this, run the ends of the thread for the new line spool through the loops of the 
spool holder 19  (see Fig. O).

5.	Put the spool cover back in place. 
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Storage 
−− Clean the grass trimmer as described in the chapter “Cleaning the grass trimmer”.
−− Store the grass trimmer in a dry, dark, frost-free place out of the reach of children. 
−− The ideal storage temperature amounts to 5–30 °C.
−− Store the grass trimmer in the original packaging. 

Transport 
−− Take hold of the grass trimmer with one hand on the handle 1  and with your 

other hand on the extra handle 3 . Do not carry the grass trimmer by the 
motor housing 12 .
