Side cutting

When trimming the sides of the hedge, begin
at the bottom and cut upwards. Trim the side
of a hedge so that it will be slightly narrower
at the top. This shape will expose more

To ensure no wire
fences or foreign objects that the hedge trimmer may contact during operation.

® Use the trimmer only in daylight or good artificial light.

® Never operate the trimmer with damaged blades in place.

e Switch on the trimmer only when the hands and feet are away from the cutting blades.
e Use only the manufacturer's recommended replacement parts and accessories.

® Inspect and maintain the trimmer regularly. Have the trimmer repaired only by an authorized
repairer.

When not in use, store the trimmer out of the reach of children.

Face the cutting blades away from yourself, other peaple and animals while the power is connected
to the trimmer (especially during operation).

Keep ventilation openings clear of debris. Keep handles dry, clean and free of oil and grease.

Never reach underneath the trimmer (the cutting blade area) until it has completely stopped.
