1. Work area safety

a. Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

b. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

c. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to
lose control.

2. Electrical safety

a. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools.

3. Personal safety

4. Power tool use and care

a. Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power tool
will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

b. Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

c. Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

d. Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands
of untrained users.

+ If the vehicle fuse is blown, only replace with identical rated fuse.

» Inspect each part before use. Do not use if bent, broken, melted, burnt or if the unit
appears to be damaged.

* Check the tyre pressure before inflating. Never exceed the suggested pressure of
the item being inflated. If suggested pressure is exceeded, the item being inflated
may burst.

+ Do not bend or pinch the air hose while the Compressor is in use.

« Itis not suggested that the Compressor work continuously for more than 30
minutes. If 30 minutes of use has been reached, turn it off and let it cool for 8
minutes before using again.

» If the Compressor is making abnormal sounds or its temperature if quite high, turn
off the power straight away and let it cool for at least 10 minutes before trying again.
Improper use may result in damage of the Compressor.

» Do not leave unattended and operating. Keep out of reach of children.

* Put the Compressor in a dry place if it is not in use for an extended period of time.

+ Keep the Compressor away from flammable liquid or gas. Do not allow the
Compressor to become wet.

* Never put the connector and adaptors into your mouth, ear or eye. They are not
toys.
