Inserting the Battery Pack Switching On and Off

the on/off trigger are operated simultaneously.

Let the soil auger reach speed before
inserting into the work surface allowing
the tool do the work, don't force downward
pressure.

During operation the hole will begin to fill  \_

every 20cm depth to clear the dirt will reduce the chance of the soil auger
catching.

Cleaning and Storage

4. Place the new blade in position in the correct orientation with the blade bevel facing down,
then secure with the bolts removed in step 2 turning clockwise to tighten.
